A noun represents the name of
something: a person, place, thing, or idea.

The indefinite article “a” or “an”

El articulo indefinido a o bien an
(equivalentes a un, una en espaiiol)

We use the indefinite article “a” or “an”
before a noun that can be counted (a
count noun).

We do not use these articles before a
noun that cannot be counted (a non -
count noun).

En inglés, el articulo indefinido puede
anteponerse a un sustantivo de la
categoria "que pueden contarse" (count
nouns) pero no delante de sustantivos
de la categoria "que no pueden contarse
(non count nouns)

We use the article “a” before a noun that

starts with a consonant.

The following letters are consonants: b, c,
df,g hjkl,mnpqrstvw,XY,
y4

El articulo indefinido a se antepone

a sustantivos que empiezan con una
consonante. Las consonantes son: b, c,
d,f,g hj Kkl mnpqrstvw,XY,
Z.

The word “hour” starts with the
consonant h, but it sounds like it starts
with a vowel (“our”), so we use the article
“an” before it.

Si bien la palabra "hour" empieza con la
consonante h, en esta palabra la "h" es
muda, o sea que la palabra suena como
si empezara con vocal: [auer]

In the word “European”, the vowel e
sounds like the consonant y. Likewise,
the word university sounds like it starts
with a consonant, so we use the article
“a” before these words.

Singular and Plural

El nimero del sustantivo: singular y plural

Plural form is usually achieved by adding
an s to the singular form of a noun.

If the noun ends with f, k, p, t or th, then
the plural s is pronounced as /s/ (as in
“books”).

For the plural of nouns ending in “ch”, “s”,
“sh” or “x” see Lesson 2

El plural del sustantivo se forma
generalmente afiadiendo una s al
sustantivo en singular.

Esta s tiene el sonido igual al de la “s”
del espafiol cuando se afiade despueés
de las consonantes f, k, p y t, y de la
combinacion th.

Para el plural de los sustantivos que
terminan en “ch”, “s”, “sh” o “x” ver la
Leccion 2.

If the noun ends with any other letter, then
the plural s is pronounced as in “bags”.

If the noun ends with ch, sh, s, or x,
then we add an “es” to achieve the plural
form, instead of an s. The plural “es” is
pronounced as in “boxes”.

Note: The indefinite articles “a” and “an”
are not used with nouns in plural form.

The definite article “the”

El articulo definido the

We use the definite article “the” before a
noun, when the noun refers to a specific
person, place, thing, or idea.

El articulo definido the se antepone al
sustantivo cuando este se refiere a un
objeto, persona, lugar, etc. especifico
y determinado. Por eso este articulo
se llama también determinante. Es
equivalente a los articulos definidos (o
determinantes) del espafiol: el, la, los,
las.

(student, doctor)

4. neuter, mostly for inanimate objects

In English, each sentence must include a
verb.

There are two types of verbs:

1. Pure main verbs

2. Auxiliary verbs: be, do, have (which
may also act like main verb)

En inglés, como en espafiol, toda oracion
debe tener por lo menos un verbo. Hay
dos tipos de verbos:

1. Puramente principales

2. Verbos auxiliares: be, do, have (que
pueden también actuar como verbos
principales)

In this lesson, we will look at common
main verbs only (Present Tense).

Por ahora nos referiremos solo a los
verbos principales, en tiempo presente:

Note: The indefinite article “a” or “an”
is used only before a count noun. In
the sentence “l drink water,” the word
“water” is a non - count noun.

Nota: El articulo indefinido se antepone
s6lo a los nombres de objetos o seres
"gue pueden contarse"”. Por eso,
delante de water (agua) no hay articulo
indefinido.

Important! Usually, in English the subject
comes before the predicate.

Importante: En inglés, el sujeto debe
estar claramente expresado. En espafiol
podriamos decir “bebo agua” pero en
inglés debemos decir “I drink water”

sin omitir el pronombre personal “I” que
significa “yo”.

In the third-person singular (both
masculine and feminine), in Present
Tense, we add an s to the verb.

Note: Each sentence starts with a capital
letter.

Note: We use the pronoun “it” instead of
“he” or “she”, when referring to animals.

Nota: al referirnos a animales utilizamos
it en lugar de he o she.

In the third - person singular, if a verb
ends with “ch”, “s”, or “sh”, we add

the syllable “es”. This consonant “s” is
pronounced as /s/ in “books”.

The same rule applies to the plural of
nouns ending with those consonants in
the singular.

En la tercera persona del singular (he,
she o it), si el verbo termina en ch, s, sh
0 X, en lugar de s afiadimos la silaba es.

The verb “be” is used to indicate a state.
As Hamlet said: “To be or not to be...”

El verbo to be significa "ser". Como dijo
Hamlet: "To be or not to be...", "Ser o no
ser... "

Conjugation of the verb “be” in the
present tense

Conjugacion del verbo "to be" en
presente

Note: The verb “am” follows the pronoun
“I". The verb “are” follows the pronouns
“you”, “we”, and “they”. The verb “is”

follows the pronouns “he”, “she”, and “it”.

Nota: La forma "am" es solo para la
primera persona del singular: "I".

La forma "are" es para las personas
"you", "we"y "they".

La forma "is" es para la tercera persona

del singular: "he", "she" y "it"

Comparative and superlative forms
In English, there are two forms of
comparison:

1. Comparative-This form is used

to compare between two nouns. We
usually achieve comparative form by
adding the suffix “-er” to the adjective,
and separating the nouns with the word
“than”.

1. Superlative-This form is used to

We usually achieve superlative form by
adding the suffix “-est” to the adjective,
and adding the word “the” before the
adjective.

If an adjective has three or more
syllables, we achieve the comparative by
adding the word “more” or "less" before
the adjective. We achieve the superlative
by adding the phrase “the most” or "the
least" before the adjective.

Possessive form

Formas de indicar posesion, pertenencia

We use the possessive form to indicate
that one noun belongs to another
noun.

There are two ways to express
possession:

1. By adding the preposition “of” before
the possessive noun.

2. By adding an apostrophe and the
letter “s” ('s) at the end of the possessive
noun.

Possessive pronouns

Pronombres posesivos

We can use a possessive pronoun
instead of a possessive adjective with a
noun.

Reemplazan al nombre cuando es obvio
o tacito

mine mio/mia, mios/mias

yours tuyo/tuya, tuyos/tuyas

his suyo/suya, suyos/suyas (de él)

hers suyo/suya, suyos/suyas (de ella)

its suyo/suya, suyos/suyas (de eso)

ours nuestro/nuestra, nuestros/nuestras

yours suyo/suya, suyos/suyas (de ustedes),
vuestro/vuestra, vuestros/vuestras

theirs suyo/suya, suyos/suyas (de ellos/ellas)

Note: The word “his” can be either a
possessive pronoun, or a possessive
adjective.

Nota: his puede ser adjetivo, si
acompaifa al sustantivo, o pronombre,
si el sustantivo no esta.

Is that Emily's pen?

¢ Esta es la pluma de Emily?

No, hers is on the table.
